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Over recent years we have studied a wide range of bible topics. These have included shorter studies such as: the Lord’s Prayer, the Beatitudes, the Fruit and the Gifts of the Spirit, the Apostle’s Creed and Lent studies. Further studies from the Old Testament have been Samuel 1 and 2, Ruth, Esther and Daniel. From the New Testament: Luke, Acts, and Revelation.
Above all, the Bible is a revelation of the nature of God. Our need of that revelation is total. We can know nothing about God unless He chooses to reveal Himself to us. God has done this generally in Creation, for the world around us testifies to the power and the majesty of our Creator. But God has done this specially through the Bible. 2 Timothy 3-16 “All Scripture is God breathed." We are at present studying the scriptural basis of Handel's Messiah which makes us very aware of this truth, because of the great range of the context it is covering.

To date (our last meeting 6th September 2010) we have reached No. 19 Recitative `Then shall the eyes of the blind be opened.' There are 53 Recitatives, Airs, and Choruses, that make up Handel's work. Already we have needed to look at quotations from Genesis, Exodus, Numbers, Judges, Kings, Ezra, Isaiah, Jeremiah, Amos, Haggai, Zechariah, and Malachi in the Old Testament, and Matthew, Luke, John, Ephesians, Philippians, Colossians, 1 John, and The Revelation

Personally, I have been wonderfully surprised by the sheer breadth needed by our chosen study. But the outstanding impact has been that the message of Jesus Christ, Our Saviour is the story of the Bible – it is the story of Salvation. It is the eternal message of the Bible. It is the story of life, peace, eternity, and heaven. The theme of this book is a clear, bold message for us all – the message of Christ and His offer of peace with God. Matthew 24.35 – "Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will never pass away."

This is a rewarding and exciting study, as we listen and learn from Handel’s and Jennens’ inspired work. We warmly welcome new members to our Monday fellowship to share with us their reactions to this great work.

You will be very welcome to join us in church on Monday mornings from 10.00am to 11.00am and together, we can discover its messages of God’s love for all men and women.
